The Feb. 2nd Caribbean Festival will focus on 
supporting the educational needs of the 1500 
children enrolled in the DuPont School, on the 
grounds of St Pius X.  Gifting opportunities at 
the Festival will include school lunch, uni-
forms, textbooks and workbooks. 
 
DuPont’s teachers were asked to identify the 
poorest of the poor children with a goal of 
feeding them lunch every school day for a 
year.  We have a list and photos of 122 poor 
children in grades K-5.  In 2006,  37 generous 
souls/couples sponsored a child.   
 
Uniforms are mandatory in Jamaican schools, 
but our little sisters and brothers at St Pius of-
ten cannot afford more than one, and it’s often  
hand-me-down.  There also is a uniform for 
Physical Education, and those without one 
stay inside the classroom instead of going to 
PE in the schoolyard.  The Sew-for-Jamaica 
group at St John’s has made many uniforms, 
but the need is still great and there is an oppor-
tunity for some local Jamaican ladies to earn 
some money sewing uniforms.  The 9 Reli-
gious Education classes at St John’s each 
clothed a child for their 2006 Christmas pro-
ject.  
 

During the November, 2006 mission trip, 
we learned that textbooks and workbooks 
are usually shared, and most workbooks 
are already written in by previous years’ 
students.  There aren’t enough to supply 
all the 40-50 students per class.   
 
In 2006, some of the funds from 2nd col-
lections at St. John and St. Agnes were 
directed to the DuPont School and also to 
tuition for higher education and training. 
 
Our goals for 2007 will be to focus on 
these needs.  Thank you for helping to 
improve the future of Jamaican children.

The Jamaica Outreach Board of Directors is, once again, astounded by the generosity of 
St. John and St. Agnes parishioners.  During calendar year 2006, you worked miracles for 
our sister parish, St. Pius X, in Kingston Jamaica.  These miracles are documented in the 
pages and articles that follow in this issue of our annual newsletter. 
Here is a quick rundown of all you’ve accomplished.  
80,000 pounds of food and “stuff” were shipped. $29,311 was raised at the first annual 
Caribbean Festival which featured a “Feeding Frenzy” where 10 minutes of frenzied bid-
ding inspired attendees to feed a Jamaican family for a day or week or month.  In a totally 
new and exciting project, $450,000 was pledged to build 180 homes for the indigent.  
School lunch sponsors stepped up to feed 37 poor children for a year.  The optical clinic 
was upgraded and you began funding cataract surgeries for the elderly  poor of St. Pius.  
At year-end 2006, a new dental clinic was funded by a generous benefactor.  64 Parishion-
ers went on mission trips at their own expense.  (Continued on page 3)

Since 1997 the Optical Program has gone from nothing to a major activity. 
Our first trips were with equipment we carried into Jamaica, and glasses 
were made in Naples with a time delay of 3 to 9 months.  On our last trip, 
November 2006, 22 volunteers with up to date equipment did over 400 eye 
exams in 3 days. This resulted in over 330 pair of eyeglasses, identification 
of 63 patients needing cataract surgery and treatment of 45 patients with 
glaucoma. The eyeglasses will be made by Imperial Optical in Kingston, 
reducing delivery time from 4 months to 4 weeks.  A doctor in Kingston is 
doing 10 cataract surgeries per month. 
An extension of our program is a lab on the grounds of St Pius X, set up by 
an Ohio resident, Paul Connor, through Food for the Poor. The plan is to 
have the local Jamaicans train to make and fit eyeglasses. Over 30 pair were 
made in the lab this trip.  
Over the past 9 years,  22 optical trips have been made, seeing over 6000 
patients for eye exams and over 5000 pair of eyeglasses.  The 5 to 6 day trips 
include 2 ½ to 3 ½ days for eye exams,  a Sunday Mass at St Pius X and 
time to see the local community, White Wing, and a home for unwanted handicapped called Mustard Seed. Also odd jobs are done 
such as painting, repairs on computers, cleaning  and fixing school desks, and anything else Fr. Burchell needs.

The medical clinic at St. Pius continues to operate 5 days per week under the 
able direction of Dr. Lee Martin. The clinic is open to all indigent patients in 
the neighborhood of St. Pius regardless of ability to pay, or church affiliation.  
We estimate an average 300 patients visit the clinic per week, i.e. 15,000 per 
year. This past year we were able to supply the clinic with much needed equip-
ment, including a portable Doppler machine for assessing fetal health during 
pregnancy. Also there is a new pediatric waiting area for children. The clinic 
dispensary continues to supply patients with needed medications free of 
charge, thanks to your generosity and the medicines supplied by the Catholic 
Medical Mission Board in New York. 
(CMMB).   
Here is a breakdown of the wholesale 
value of the prescription medicines and 
over the counter medications and medical 
supplies sent to the clinic in the past 12 
months, and the  total value since we 
started in 1998.  Let’s keep it up in our 
tenth year, 2007.

Just imagine living in a make shift tent 
or having a home with a dirt floor 
made from cardboard and rusty sheets 
of tin patched inside with plastic?

In 2006, we expanded our ministry to 
include building homes for these most 

The annual Life Teen mission to St. Pius X in June, 2006 was once 
again a great success. LifeTeen missionaries helped the medical team, 
headed up by Rita Trefz, to perform histories & physicals on the in-
coming kindergarten and first graders to Dupont Primary School for 
the fall of 2006. The teens assisted with the eye chart exams, weight/
height, and balance/coordination stations. Other teens entertained the 
children and their siblings with crayons, bubbles, and crafts, while 
forms were filled out by the adults. The other days were spent sorting 
food in the Glackin-McPherson Food Pantry for the distribution of 
Food for the Poor, safely disposing of outdated surgical supplies and 
medications, and sorting donated clothing and supplies brought from 
St. John's. The largest project ever attempted by the teens was accom-
plished in the final two days: that of painting all the Caribbean Islands 
in relief, complete with the flag and chief export on the entire length of 
the exterior walls of the 5th grade classrooms. It is impressive to see as 
you drive into the St. Pius gate and we know the DuPont middle 
schoolers will find it easier to learn with these bright visuals before 
them every day!

Through 2nd Collections at St John & St Agnes you 
paid for medical, dental and eye care. You paid for tui-
tion, repairs and upkeep of the St. Pius compound.  
You paid for food for the Glackin-McPherson food 
pantry.  In 2006, the Board adopted a new, more mean-
ingful, mission statement (see newsletter masthead ).  
We are in the process of filing for 501(c)3 public char-
ity status, to facilitate the solicitation of grants from 
foundations and corporations who require that form of 
organization.  We also introduced our first website 
www.JamaicaOutreach.org.     
As we enter 2007, our 10th anniversary year, we look 
forward to your continued support.

needy families.  Three families’ dreams of having a secure and safe home came true in late July 2006 and on August 7, Father Tom 
Glackin and Father Burchell McPherson presented them with their new homes.  During this visit it became overwhelming clear that 
more homes should be built as quickly as our fundraising would allow.  
The response from St. John, St. Agnes and other friends has been fantastic and truly inspiring.  As of December, 180 homes have 
been pledged for a total of $450,000.   
Our contractor, Food for the Poor, will use local construction workers to complete each home within a 180-day window after verifi-
cation that a new home site is ready.  Food for the Poor delivered the first three homes on time and on budget.   We now have “ proof 
positive” that housing can be built efficiently and effectively. 
On January 13, 2007, at the Plantation Club, home donors will celebrate the spirit of community in building hope for Jamaica one 
home at a time.  
Fulfilling a Jamaican family’s dream of having a secure home with a concrete foundation, four sturdy walls, a solid roof, and a door 
that locks!, is very gratifying.  Please consider becoming involved in creating a living legacy for you and your family. We pray you 
find it in your heart to join us in this mission.

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Since 1997 the dental clinic at St. Pius X has been a one treatment room facility utilized to extract teeth. The clinic has been ex-
panded but is still in need of modernization.  Food for the Poor, a partner charity, is eager to begin construction of a new clinic on the 
grounds of St. Pius and the VanDomelen family has generously donated the funds needed.  The new facility will make it easier for us 
to attract dentists interested in donating their services to St. Pius.  The vision is to expand beyond the four Naples area dentists, and 
one assistant, who have donated services over the past 9 years, and attract both Naples and Jamaican dentists to ultimately offer pre-
ventive dental care.

2007: Your Last Chance  
for a Tax-Free IRA Distribution 

  
If you are over 70½ or will be prior to the end of 2007, you can 
make contributions directly to a charity from your IRA up to a total 
of $100,000 per year (in 2006 and 2007 ONLY ) without incurring 
an income tax as a result of the distribution out of the IRA.  In addi-
tion, any qualified charitable distribution will count towards your 
required minimum IRA distribution. Under the new law such IRA 
distributions to a charity are not included in your taxable income.  
Therefore, this form of giving is fully tax-effective compared to 
normal charitable contributions which may be limited by the 
30%/50% Adjusted Gross Income limitation.  It is also tax-effective 
for taxpayers who do not itemize deductions.
